Workshops and University lectures
In 2017, together with the PTS, Namibia hosted the Regional Seismic Travel Time (RSTT)

workshop. This was a significant step in promotion of the CTBT in particular, the increased
support from senior Government. The workshop was opened by the Permanent Secretary of
the Ministry of Mines & Energy, Mr. Simeon Negumbo. Also in 2017, a module on “The CIBT
and non-exploration geophysical techniques” in the 3ra-year geophysics course was also
conducted. This introduced university students to the CTBT and this has generated great
interest in the students to consider following careers that support the activities of the CTBT.
